But surviving The Purge was one thing - staying

alive is another matter entirely.Hope exists in the countryside, in the form of a self-sustaining

underground facility designed to withstand any calamity. But in order to reach its safety, the

survivors must travel hundreds of treacherous miles, with the night - and the creatures that dwell

within it - always at their backs.The rules are simple: stay out of the dark, load up on silver bullets,

and whatever you do, STAY ALIVE.The road to salvation has begun ...
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This is the first 5 star review I've written in a while. Let me start out by saying - it was refreshing to

read a PA book that was actually above 200 pages. It was one of those books where you "save"

your reading thus prolonging the book.I absolutely loved the characters in this book. While reading a

particularly tense scene I found myself reading faster to make sure everything was okay. There are

some left turns coming your way so don't despair.I'm a police officer and was pleasantly surprised

by the knowledge of the author. He either did extensive research or has been involved in conflict

before (maybe both). I did read his bio but it mentioned neither. I actually felt that I could hear shells

and magazines hitting the floor. Another detail written was the sound these weapons make so that

you can't hear anything around you. Really. I was glad there was no mention of Glocks and their

"safeties". Lastly, the banter between the two ex-Rangers was awesome. My partner and I have

talked about the stupidest things while under pressure (usually involving our meal break) and the

authenticity of this bickering was appreciated.One person's madness brought on by PTSD was spot

on. I mean, you could literally get inside her head and actually understand her reasoning and

actions. Not that you could condone it BUT you did feel her pain.The ghouls were creepy as Hell.

For Romero fanatics these aren't your garden variety zombies. I'm not sure they should be called

zombies anyway. There was a description of the head honcho that made my skin crawl (in a good

way). Oddly, I pictured this ghoul as looking like the Grinch on steroids.The end of the book was

awesome. Not a -- huh? -- to be found. Very clever. This book could be sequel bound or stand

alone. You'll have to read the book to find out!! Highly, highly recommended for both PA fans or

anyone else looking for a CHUNK of their time taken away. I loved this book! Thank you Mr

Sisavath. This is your first book? Outstanding.

This novel has so many threads running from an offbeat beginning to an ending that leaves you

wanting more.The protagonists (there are a few as the story is written from several point of view)

range from the near miraculous survivors to the near super-police types. Yes, they are the typical

world-wide disaster cast and sometimes degenerate into cardboard characters, but the situations

they are thrown into keep the storyline moving at a satisfying pace.The disaster that overtakes the

world is not explained as to how but the results are viewed through the eyes of the protagonists



(makes for a more satisfying hook in my opinion).The characters edge close to the unbelievable but

stay just this side of the line. Their reactions to the situations they encounter (based on their back

stories) are realistic including the gallows style humor of the two policemen. The development of the

other protagonists are handled nicely as well.I have got to read the whole series

What an exciting novel! The Purge was out of my normal reading genre, but I enjoyed every

breath-taking second of it. The epitome of fiction, the plot revolved around the undead

Ã¢Â€ÂœplanningÃ¢Â€Â• the Armageddon and the last humans on earth trying desperately to

survive. Will and Danny, X-Rangers working SWAT with the SheriffÃ¢Â€Â™s Department, fought

unwaveringly to stay alive and protect the survivors, thus adding a layer of realism to an otherwise

impossible scenario. I especially liked the dark humor exchanged between the army buddies when

they were in dire situations. Although the plot was fiction, the human characters were both

believable and endearing. The authorÃ¢Â€Â™s fantastic imagination and detailed descriptions held

me captive until the terrifying end.

It's nearly 8am. I have been awake most of the night reading this book because I literally couldn't

put it down. It is very well-written, incredibly suspenseful, and action-packed, as well as being very

creepy. I felt like I got to know the characters very well, and, at times, I wanted to rush ahead to find

out if they were going to be ok because I cared about what was happening to them.In one night, the

world changes completely. Some people survive through luck; others through extremely skillful

combat. I love the characters of Danny and Will. Even in the worst circumstances, these two

characters laugh and tell jokes. You can tell they have been through hell together and they act

almost as one. I know I would definitely want them on my side if I was ever in a dangerous (or

supernatural) situation. They know how to survive and they never lose their heads in the heat of

battle. They go to extraordinary measures to keep themselves and the people with them alive,

always somehow managing to stay a step ahead of the enemy until they are betrayed by one of

their own who has gone insane from having lost so much.At first, I thought that what happened the

first night was unrealistic. Really? They did all this in one night? Well, yes they did, and as you read

further into the book, you find out the adversaries are not mindless beings. They have a collective

intelligence (kind of like "The Borg") and a definite leadership structure. We don't yet know their

ultimate plan, but I can't wait to find out. Where did they come from? How did they evolve? How did

they organize in secret to take over the world in one night? There are a lot of questions to be

answered.There is one battle where some of the action takes place in air ducts. The author



describes the loudness of guns going off in confined places, and I swear my ears are ringing now

just from imagining the noise. It is that well-written.I'm glad I just found this series because now I

have four more books ahead of me that are already written. I highly recommend this book to fans of

post-apocalyptic fiction, as well as to people who are adrenaline junkies. This book is nearly

constant action and it never gets boring or repetitive. I enjoyed this book immensely.
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
