It also happens to be a good guide to
all the cities along the route, and to train travel in Russia in general.If you’re going trans-Siberian,
the author assumes that you’ll be endowed with enough common sense to use metric figures and
tell right from left (or, in this case, east from west), so the book isn’t dumbed down with filler
material. The practical information is rich, and is really an appropriate survival guide for how to do
this thing without killing yourself. Everything from how to make your booking to how to keep yourself
reasonably clean is included.The content is very, very good, and resembles a guide for a religious
pilgrimage. | couldn’t help but notice the similarities between this book and other books | own
covering the Camino de Santiago in Spain. Is has that kind of feel. All the details about each stop,
including the things you’re most likely to want to see, are included.If you're serious about doing this,
or if you're just interested in some of the places other Russian travel guides overlook, this is your
book.
