| have to admit, | was about one-third of the way through this book and thought | had found a

winner. The world that Mr. Delaney had created was very detailed and extremely interesting. The



book held my interest and | was concerned about what would happen with the main character. | was
ready to commend the author for having established some gritty characters without resorting to
f-bombs to get the point across...then everything began to change. Here’s a synopsis of what
worked and what didn’t, without any spoilers:THE WORLD -- Though similar to many stories
involving androids or robots that eventually come into conflict with humans, the details of this future
world helped make it come alive. There was no way that | could resist being drawn into and marvel
at what the author had created. For me, this was the best aspect of the book. THE CHARACTERS --
It was easy to cheer on the main character, Jack Sexton, as well as a couple of the other people
introduced into the story. This definitely contributed to the book being a quick read. THE PLOT --
Overall, a good idea for a story. The tale of humans and non-humans coexisting is not a new one,
and Mr. Delaney has done a good job creating a fresh look at the potential troubles. Some of the
plot elements in the second half of the story were troubling, though. Characters should not suddenly
be able to have talents just because it is necessary to the plot (for instance, Night, a secondary
character, twice displays incredible skills that are not part of her background). Too many
incredulous, thank-the-stars moments occur in the second half, plot devices that cheapen what
could have been an incredible story.JUST IN CASE YOU WERE WONDERING -- As stated above,
about a third of the way into the book, the f-bombs and similar language littered the pages...very
disconcerting, as the author had previous chapters without even a hint of coarse language. Some
might feel it's appropriate to the book, though Mr. Delaney competently handled many early
chapters without it. | am just letting you know it is there. Sex and violence, while part of the story at
times, is not detailed and graphic. Typos, spelling, grammar errors -- didn’t notice any. Mr.
Delaney’s writing is extremely professional and polished, and a pleasure to read. Only a few minor
errors (most jarring was the author’s description of a library "actual paper, what a novelty!" followed
many chapters later with a character reading a paper version of the Wall Street Journal). BOTTOM
LINE -- This could have easily been a four- or five-star book. However, using plot devices just to
make the story work (characters all of a sudden having incredible skills, items inserted to make the
plot work, etc.) spoiled the last third of the book for me. However, based on Mr. Delaney’s skill as a
writer, | would not have been upset if | had paid money for this book (it was a Kindle First). |

thoroughly enjoyed reading his prose, and would definitely read anything else he has written.

Throughout the reading of this book, | was thinking how it seemed about right for a
wait-to-watch-on-HBO movie: plenty of the popular plot points, usual twists, and opportunities for

good-looking movie stars. Big doses of Blade Runner and Running Man, some Minority Report and



Hunger Games interludes, even touches of A.l. and maybe Gattaca. Familiar, but not in a bad
way.This is what | would call a "fast and mindless" read; good for the commute, sunbathing, waiting
at the airport or DMV, etc. It won’t require intense concentration and isn’t really thought-provoking, it
is just a story moving along. The writing is not at all sophisticated, it was like what | have found in
many of my kids’ Young Adult dystopian novels. The first third of the book | found pretty slow-going;
second third gets the action sequences revved up; last third pays off in a satisfying (but not
surprising) way.l read this when it was a Kindle First selection for Prime members; this is the first

time I've bothered to finish one of those books so that says something!

Suffice it to say,
there are additional books coming...What | greatly appreciated was the author’s ability to evoke
one’s senses, while not drawing too many of the details. | like his sketching of scenes that leaves
enough unsaid so that | can fill in the blanks.IA¢A A™ve included a few small excerpts below, so
readers can peruse the style of presentation utilized by the author.

Everything heA¢A A™d ever known, his entire life, slowly caked the
earth red, to the roaring applause of the crowd.Bottom Line:The writer is economical with his
descriptions, yet is able to evoke many of the senses in his scenes and settings.Despite some
similarities to The Running Man and The Hunger Games, there is a high degree of originality in this
taut thriller that | didn’t feel it was a clone of those concepts. In fact, | forgot about those stories and
was enthralled by this novel. ALERT ---- POSSIBLE SPOILER --- ALERTIt is clear another story is
coming. Hence, even though this can work as a stand alone book, the ending will leave one with a
nagging feeling of anxiety.Comments regarding your opinion of this book or of my review, whether
favorable or unfavorable, are always welcome.
