I had my IPhone at my side and

would read a feature and check it out. What fun! For example, I found a level on the phone. Now, if I

see a picture that looks a little crooked I can whip out my IPhone and fix it.When you buy an IPhone,

Apple doesnÃ¢Â€Â™t give you a hefty manual. When I bought the gadget, I had to hunt and peck

my way to learn how to use it. This book showed me EVERYTHING about the phone Ã¢Â€Â“ step

by step in a cookbook fashion. The book is very current to IOS 7. So, all the new features of the

latest operating system are at your fingertips. The book It also is laid out very nicely, making it and

easy to follow. The first 30 pages or so just tell you what you are physically holding in your hand.

Each book features a handcrafted index; cross-references to specific page numbers, not just

Ã¢Â€Â˜see Chapter 14Ã¢Â€Â™; and an ironclad promise never to put an apostrophe in the

possessive pronouns Ã¢Â€Â˜itsÃ¢Â€Â™.Ã¢Â€Â• As a professional editor and writer, I admire this

promise because I find far too many recent books blemished with this particular error.iPhone 6: The

Missing Manual, 9th edition, is an apt subtitle of this comprehensive book Ã¢Â€Â“ it covers all

models with iOS 9 software, including the latest 6s and 6s Plus.Here are a few brief examples of

David PogueÃ¢Â€Â™s engaging writing style (page numbers below refer to the 9th edition; the

location numbers refer to the Kindle version).Ã¢Â€ÂœThe touchscreen is your mouse, keyboard,

dialing pad, and notepad.

Some people have no problem tapping those virtual keys; others struggle for days. Either way, here

are some tips. DonÃ¢Â€Â™t be freaked out by the tiny narrow keys. Apple knows your fingertip is

fatter than that. So as you type, use the whole pad of your finger to match the skinny keys.

YouÃ¢Â€Â™ll be surprised at how fast and accurate this method is. (Tap donÃ¢Â€Â™t mash.) This

may sound like New Age hooey, but trust the keyboard. DonÃ¢Â€Â™t pause to check the result

after each letter.

Siri is a spinoff from a Department of Defense

research project called CALO (Cognitive Assistant that Learns and Organizes)Ã¢Â€Â¦In a very real

way, therefore Siri represents your tax dollars at work. The spinoff was run by the Stanford

Research Institute, SRI. But that not where SiriÃ¢Â€Â™s name came from. Siri it turns out, is a

Norwegian word meaning Ã¢Â€Â˜beautiful woman who leads you to victoryÃ¢Â€Â™,Ã¢Â€Â• (page

I purchased this for my elderly (78 years young) mom after I was informed that ATTWS's older 2G

network would be shut down near the end of 2016 - the RAZR MAXX I bought in 2006 that she was

still using was going to be useless then, and only ATTWS works where she lives and smartphones

are pretty much all ATTWS sells now (Cricket didn't work so well - I tested their network but they're

not prioritized on ATTWS's network...). Soooo...I bought her an iPhone 6S and tried to dumb it down

somewhat - mostly successfully - but she wanted to know more about the operation of her iPhone.

This Missing Manual has helped her understand more about iOS and the iPhone, and how to better

use and operate them. In the few weeks after receiving The Missing Manual, I've not had to field

any questions or help her "fix this" or "quit making it do that" - which is nice for me, and

stress-relieving for her. She's had a landline for some 60 years, but she's never had "voicemail" on

her home phone - seriously - because it's too complicated for her, a retired nurse of 30+years. But,

now she even is using Siri to initiate calls and directions to locations now - so, thanks, Mr. Pogue!
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
